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A Matter of Importance

TASK:  You will be composing a one-page essay (4 – 5 paragraphs) about something you did that was important to you. It could be about an activity you won…or lost. It could be about a club you joined or a special celebration you had at your house. You could write about helping out a friend or getting a babysitting or paper delivery job. You might choose to write about a memorable holiday experience (Christmas, Halloween, 4th of July, etc.) or how you help family members (daily chores, helping younger siblings with homework, etc.). The object is to be as creative as possible with your word choice.

DIRECTIONS:  

· First, brainstorm a list of activities you might choose to explore in your writing.

· Second, make a brief outline. Be sure to include a Title, as well as Introduction, Body, and Conclusion ¶s. You must have at least 4 sentences per paragraph.

· Third, word-process a rough draft of your essay, double-spaced, Times New Roman 12 pt. font.

· Fourth, self-edit, then peer-edit in class on date below, then have an adult read over your essay and make comments. Have the adult editor sign-off on your rough draft.

· Fifth, you are to make corrections to your rough draft.

· Finally, you must turn in all parts of the assignment, in this order:

· Top Page:  Final draft of the essay (Full Heading, Double-spaced, Times New Roman 12 pt. font)

· 2nd Page:  Rough draft of the essay (signed by adult editor)

· 3rd Page:  Outline

· 4th Page:  Brainstorm List
